The Little Louie Foundation is working diligently to provide support to children and families who are grieving a
= death, divorce or other life-altering crisis. We have identified a curriculum that matches nicely with our goals and
are hoping to begin implementing the program in the Spring 2010. We will be working with Rainbows which is
an international not-for-profit organization that offers training and curricula to establish peer groups at no cost to
participants and families. Rainbows has been in existence since 1983 and has served over 2 million children.
They have developed a detailed system of grief peer support. Rainbows has seven age-directed programs:
SunBeams for preschool age children; Rainbows for elementary age children; Spectrum for high school
. adolescents; Kaleidoscope for grieving young adults; and Prism for single parents. Candace Aud will be the
coordinator in the Richmond area for the Rainbows Program which will be offered through the Little Louie
Foundation. We are in the process of identifying volunteers who are willing to commit to participate in facilitator
training and facilitating groups in Richmond. Our hope is to have the groups once a week at Redeemer Lutheran *
. Church. Once we have identified committed volunteers, we will begin identifying children and families that could
benefit from this support. If anyone in the Richmond area is interested in learning more about this and would like
to volunteer to be a facilitator, please contact Candace Aud at 804-379-8388.
